PUBLIC COMMENT — Elaine Buchsbaum

Lowell Arye, ABCD, commented on the BILL THAT PASSED THE State L&gige and is
expected to be signed by the Governor mandatinihheesureance coverage to children with
autism and developemental disabilities. ABCD atietoadvocates worked to expand the bill to
mandate health insurance coverage for early intdime If successful, the Early Intervention
System would have received $10-15 million in addigil funds. Unfortunately, we were
successful in only allowing health insurance coagerof the family cost share portion of early
intervention services; other early interventiorvgass are not covered by the bill.

Ann Martinelli, a member of the pubjicommented that she started a group titled, Adescir
Alternatives, Inc and is asking the Council to sappssemblyman Greenwald’s bill to close
five institutions in five years.
